Visitor Enjoyment—Proposals for the “Visitor Enjoyment Centennial Initiative” shall meet the following requirements: 

(A) Each proposal shall encourage the enjoyment and appropriate use of national parks and foster opportunities for visitor enjoyment in a manner consistent with the protection and preservation of park resources and values

(B) Each proposal shall promote health and fitness in a manner consistent with park resources and values

(C)  Proposals shall be encouraged that:

1) Create enhancement in the types and amounts of appropriate enjoyment of and access to parks.

2) Create new opportunities for Americans to enjoy and make connections with nationally significant resources managed by the National Park Service.

3) Target families, diverse, nontraditional visitors or persons with disabilities, and encourage the repair, rehabilitation or replacement of trails and facilitate appropriate access by these visitors to front country trails, beach access routes, picnic and camping areas.  

4) Provide opportunities for visitors to become acquainted with the mission of the National Park Service and the significance of the park or parks in which the proposal is to be implemented.

Proposed Report Language (to be inserted in appropriate location):

The Committee recognizes that “recreation” is ubiquitous in national parks – and that it takes many forms, but that not all forms are appropriate in any or all parks and that new activities especially require active management before being allowed.  Recreational activities must be managed in accordance with provisions of the NPS Organic Act (as amended) and with the enabling legislation of each individual NPS unit. The Committee further acknowledges that appropriate forms of visitor enjoyment in units of the National Park System can include relevant and appropriate forms of recreation. For purposes of the Centennial Fund Act, proposals that include appropriate forms of visitor enjoyment in the form of recreation should be given suitable consideration.
